First Grade Academic Content Standards

Reading

Decoding: Students generate all of the consonant and vowel sounds and consonant blends and diagraphs (sh, ch, th,wh) and blend these sounds into recognizable words.
Word Recognition:  Students read common irregular sight words (e.g., the, have, come, give, of); read compound words and contractions; read common word families (e.g. ite, ate); read aloud with fluency in a manner that sounds like regular speech.  
Reading Comprehension:  Students read and understand grade level material; understand the sequence of a story and are able to retell important points; respond to who, what, when, where, and how questions. 

Writing
Sentence Structure  Write and speak in complete, coherent sentences.
Grammar/Mechanics:  Students correctly use singular and plural nouns, contractions (isn’t, can’t) and singular possessive pronouns (mine/my, your/yours), proper ending punctuation, and use basic capitalization and spelling rules.

Listening and Speaking:

Listens attentively:  Students listen attentively and ask questions for clarification and understanding; and follow one and two step directions.

Spelling
Application in Writing:  Students correctly spell grade level words and seek assistance for words that he/she does not know how to spell.

Weekly Word Lists:  Students spell three and four letter short vowel words and grade level sight words correctly.

Math
Number Sense:  Students count, read, and write numbers to 100.  Students count by twos, fives, and tens, and count backward by ones from twenty.  They know addition and subtraction facts to 20.  Students name and know the value of pennies, nickels, dimes and quarters.

Problem Solving:  Students solve simple word problems using addition and subtraction.  They create and use patterns.  Students estimate answers and check their estimates.

Measurements:  Students estimate and compare the lengths, weights, and volumes of various objects.  They explore the concept of area.  Students tell time to the hour and the half-hour.

Geometry:  Students name, describe, and compare triangles, rectangles, squares, and circles.  They demonstrate understanding of words such as left, right, above, and below.

Statistics, Data and Probability:  Students sort and organize a collection of information.  They make and explain charts and graphs.  
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
