Reading

Decoding: Students understand the basic features of reading.  They select letter patterns and know how to translate them into spoken language by using phonics, syllabication, and word parts. .
Word Recognition:  Students read common irregular sight words; read compound and contractions; read common word families; read aloud with fluency in a manner that sounds like regular speech.
Reading Comprehension:  Students read and understand grade level material. Students generate and respond to essential questions, making predictions, comparing information from several sources.

Reading Fluency:  Students read aloud fluently and accurately, and with appropriate intonation and expression.

Number Sense:  
· Students understand the relationship between numbers, quantities, and place value in the whole numbers up to 1,000

· Students estimate, calculate, and solve problems involving addition and subtraction of two- and three-digit numbers.

· Students model and solve simple problems involving multiplication and division.

· Students understand that fractions and decimals may refer to parts of a set and parts of a whole.

· Students model and solve problems by representing, adding and subtracting amounts of money..

Algebra and Functions.   
· Students model, represent, and interpret number relationships to create and solve problems involving addition and subtraction.  

Measurement and Geometry:
